Topic: The Five Bhuddhas of Wisdom

The Five Dhyani Buddhas, or Great Buddhas of Wisdom, are a central

feature of Tibetan Buddhist belief and art.  They are mentioned in

most of the tantric systems and represent various physical and

mental aspects.  They are often found in Tibetan mandalas and

thangkas. Each Buddha is believed to be capable of overcoming a

particular evil with a particular good, and each has a complete

system of iconographic symbolism.

The names of the Five Buddhas of Wisdom are Vairocana, Akshobhya,

Ratnasambhave, Amitabha, and Amogasiddha.  Each has domain over a

different element (including space, or "ether"), a color, a sense,

an ailment they cure, and many other attributes.  A chart detailing

all of these things can be found at the first website listed below,

or in the Files section here, listed as "The Five Dhyani Buddhas."

It should be noted though that many different forms of each deity

exist, and different tantras can have slightly different

explanations (for example, in the Kalachakra tantra, six Dhyani-

Buddhas are mentioned, and most have different colors and shapes).

Word files describing these in greater detail have been uploaded to

the Files section.  Look for "A View on Buddhism" and "The Five

Dhyani Buddhas."

-Jason: Akshobhya because his favored sense is sound, controlled by

Akshobhya, and he really likes the old "blind samurai" movies, where

the hero cannot see and uses his ears.
