Application Guidelines

Application for Admission to University of Alabama Overseas Study Summer Program Priority is given to students with an overall grade point average of 2.20 or above. Students below the 2.20 GPA may petition for admission with the Director of Overseas Study and the Director of the summer program. Program enrollment is limited. Students are encouraged to apply early as spots fill up quickly. Students will not be considered enrolled in the program until the application fee and Confirmation Deposit have been received.

APPLICATION PROCEDURES

1. Complete application and enclose the following: $100 application fee (non-refundable), $500 program deposit (non-refundable), a minimum of 4 passport-sized photos (check brochure for exact number of photos as some programs require more), and copy of photo page in passport. Students for the AL in Spain program should submit a $100 application and $1,000 program deposit. Students who fail to submit the application fee and/or deposit will not be considered enrolled in the program. The application fee and Confirmation deposit should be received with the application on or before January 13, 2006.

2. Students from other universities must submit a UA application for admission and complete a UA transcript request form. Please indicate your status as a transfer student on the application, and an application for admission and transcript request form will be sent to you. There is an additional $25.00 fee charged by Admissions for application to The University of Alabama.

4. Checks should be made payable to: The University of Alabama. Checks should list the program name, program, and student number in the memo section of the check.

5. Credit card payments are accepted, but the student must call CIAP at (205) 348-8760, or visit CIAP in 135 B.B. Comer Hall to make the payment. The accepted credit cards are VISA, MasterCard, and Discover.

6. Applications will be accepted after the due date of January 13, 2006, only if spaces are still available in the program. After the program is filled, applicants will be put on a waiting list. In the event a student drops from the program, names will be taken from the waiting list and CIAP will make direct contact with the student and offer the available space. Students will have 24 hours to respond to this inquiry.
