Prerequisite: FR 102, 103, or departmental placement. 
Course Description: A continuation of French language study based on the natural approach. Classes will be conducted in French. Emphasis will be placed on the development of oral and written communication skills as the student begins to master French grammar, vocabulary, and syntax. 
Objectives: Upon completion of this course, the student will display an intermediate competency in oral and written communication skills related to daily activities, physical descriptions, social interactions, travel and foreign culture, health, personal relationships, and basic social and political institutions. The student will exhibit a basic knowledge of French culture, including art, literature, and the worldwide francophone community. The student will be able to read, write, speak, and understand spoken French at an intermediate level pertaining to the abovementioned topics. 
Learner Outcome Assessment: A variety of modes of communication are used to ascertain successful progress toward the course objectives. An understanding of grammar, vocabulary, and target language cultural awareness is assessed through regular classroom participation (both oral and written), regular completion of written, contextualized homework, degrees of success in regular tests, occasional quizzes, and the written and oral final examination. Tests and quizzes typically employ both analytic and integrative tasks. Learners who do not indicate successful progress toward the noted educational objectives are notified at least midway through the term. 
Code of Academic Conduct: All students are expected to adhere to the University of Alabama Academic Honor Code, as described in the Undergraduate Catalog. Academic misconduct includes all acts of dishonesty in any academic or related matter and any knowing or intentional help, attempt to help, or conspiracy to help, another student commit an act of academic dishonesty.

Grading: Your final grade will be calculated on a total of 1000 points, according to the following distribution: 

● Chapter Tests: 40% (400 pts.) You will take five tests based on each of the first five “Unités” in the book. Each test is worth 80 pts. 

● Quizzes 10% (100 pts.) Upon presentation and study of specific grammatical structures and vocabulary, quizzes will be given to assess competency. There will be five quizzes worth 20 pts. each. 

● Class participation: 10% (100 pts.) The participation grade will be determined by the student’s attendance, punctuality, active participation in class, willingness to speak French at all times during class, and efforts to adequately prepare for each class session. 
● Homework: 10% (100 pts.) You will be required to complete homework assignments provided by your instructor. There will be deadlines for all assignments. No homework may be submitted via e-mail, but must be turned in as a hard copy to the instructor in class on the due date. 
● Final Oral Proficiency Exam: 10% (100 pts.) At the end of the semester, you will have a 10 minute oral proficiency examination based on vocabulary and grammatical structures learned throughout the semester, including general oral proficiency at the intermediate level. 

● Final Exam: 20% (200 pts.) Your final exam will cover all the materials learned during the semester. Any arrangements for making-up this exam must be made prior to December 1.
GENERAL CLASS RULES AND GUIDELINES
1) ATTENDANCE: Class attendance is a requirement of the utmost importance. You are allowed to miss a total of 3 classes, for any reason. Beginning with your fourth absence, your final course grade will be reduced by 3% points per day, regardless of the reason for it. 

2) PUNCTUALITY: Out of courtesy for your professor and fellow classmates, you are expected to arrive in class on time. Late arrivals will count against your participation grade. Excessive late arrivals will result in a reduction of your final course grade, at the professor’s discretion. 

3) GRAMMAR: You are expected to read the grammar explanations for each chapter, learn the material, and do the exercises on your own. Minimal class time will be spent on grammar explanations. It is your responsibility to make sure that you understand all grammar and to get help outside of class if you don’t. Your professor is available for additional help during office hours and by appointment. 

4) TEST DATES & DUE DATES: Test dates and due dates will be adhered to in all classes. Tests cannot be rescheduled or made up unless you have made arrangements with your professor prior to the test date. Late assignments will result in a reduction of your final grade.
