1. Minimum number of three (3) people: maximum number of twenty-five (25) people (For



sororities who traditionally use their entire pledge class, we suggest the ones not dan-

 
cing still participate in the parade)

2. No props (i.e. back drops, special effects, signs, skates, roller blades, etc-extra clothes



are allowed if they remain in hand).


3. 
Costumes will have a monetary limit of $20.00 per costume.


4. 
No Greek letters or group identification may be worn.


5. 
No professional help with the acts will be allowed.

6. There will be a time limit of 2-4 minutes which includes getting off the stage (Exceeding the time limit will result in a point deduction).

Groups must enter from the right side of the stage and exit to the left after performance. 



8. 
Numbers will be drawn to determine the order of appearance. (You will be told your group number at the informational meeting).
9. 
No practices are permitted at the Riverside Amphitheater except a rehearsal on Monday, October 14, 2002. You practice time will be assigned to your group at the informational meeting.

10. 
Acts Must be Alabama related in some aspect.

11. Tapes MUST be handed in at the last practice. (Group name must be on the tape).

NOTE: As all things mechanical are know to malfunction when least expected, it’s a good



    idea for your group to bring an extra tape on the night of the performance in the


           event it’s needed.

12. Your group MUST be present at your assigned time for practice or your group will not 



perform in the competition. (Groups do not have to be in costume for practice).

No gymnastics allowed in routines.
