Research Opportunities

Opportunities for graduate students and post-doctoral fellows exist in the following areas:

· Theory of tunneling magnetoresistance

· Theory of giant magnetoresistance

· Theory of ferromagnetism in semiconductors

· Theory of oxides for spintronic Applications

· Theory of high moment materials

Please see “current research interests” for a more detailed description of these research projects.  Research assistantships and post-doctoral fellowships are possible.  I generally expect a prospective student to demonstrate exceptional competence for theory and exceptional motivation before offering a GRA position.  Because MINT is a multidisciplinary center that emphasizes interactions with industry, prospective students and post-docs are expected to develop broad interests in materials for information technology.  The ability to communicate and participate as a member of a multidisciplinary team that includes theory and experiment is an important requirement.
